!ΦɯɯWe set up tables with table covers and 
chairs and pop-ups to make our guests feel like 

we are having a family picnic.  
 

vΦ  What does the Serve at the River ministry 
need (workers, food, clothing, folks willing to 

speak and share their testimony, etc.)?  

 

!ΦɯɯOur biggest need is volunteers willing to ply 
their hearts for less fortunate.  Visit our table in 

the lobby and we can explain.  
 

vΦɯɯHow many 
people serve in 

the ministry?  

 

!ΦɯɯWe have 
approximately 50 

volunteers, who 

serve in many 

different ways. 

Donations, 

hauling food and 

tables, and preparing and serving food are 

typical needs.  

 

vΦɯɯHow many people typically come for a 
meal?  

 

!ΦɯɯWe serve on the biggest-need Sunday in the 

month. Our guests get assistance monies on the 

first of each month and are running low by 

then. We can generally serve up to 125 people.  
 

vΦɯɯWhat kinds of problems are the folks at the 
event facing in their daily life?  

 

!ΦɯɯChallenges to life on the streets are health 
problems, drug abuse and mental issues, but 

mostly they are dealing with signs of the times 

in that rents have outstripped their meager 

incomes and then they find themselves out in 

the streets and in their cars.  

vΦ  How many attendees are Christ-followers?  

 

!Φ  I asked that question the last week out by 
the river and approximately 85% have 

accepted Jesus as their Savior but as you may 

have guessed by now their challenges have 

beaten them down and itɀs our jobs to help 

them see Christ in us.  

 

vΦ  Has anyone accepted Jesus as their Lord 
and Savior at a Serve at the River event?  

 

!Φ  Many people have both accepted Jesus and 
their Lord and Savior and many have been

14:15 -21 &15:32 -38) 

http://www.laurelridgechurch.org
mailto:men@laurelridgechurch.org


 Have you ever tried to get into a 

Raiders or Niners game without buying a 

ticket?  Or left a hardware store with a cart 

full of tools without paying? Does the gas 

station let you fill your tank for free? Of 

course not. Everything we want and need in 

our daily life requires money to buy.  Itɀs not 

surprising then that some people—even 

some believers—think that God wants us to 

earn our way into heaven.  

 In researching this topic, I found a 

Got Questions website that lists 22 different 

religions or philosophies, from Atheism to 

Zoroastrianism, with a summary of what 

each religion teaches as the way to heaven, 

oneness with God, eternal life, and so on. 

Each religion has a specific list of steps that 

adherents must follow, such as living an 

honest life, meditating on god, avoiding im-

purity or pollution of the soul, completing 

certain temple rituals, being loyal to Godɀs 

leaders here on earth, performing more 

good deeds than bad, and so on.  

 Christianity is the only religion that 

teaches that we can do nothing to earn our 

way into heaven. The apostle Paul argued 

that point in his letter to the Galatians. Some 

Jewish Christians were teaching that faith in 

Jesus Christ was not enough, that believers 

must also observe Jewish laws and rituals, 

be circumcised and become Jews.  

 Paul countered that teaching in Gal. 

Ɩȯƕƙ-ƕƚȯɯɁWe who are Jews by birth and not 

sinful Gentiles know that a person is not jus-

tified by the works of the law, but by faith in 

Jesus Christ. So we, too, have put our faith in 

Christ Jesus that we may be justified by faith 

in Christ and not by the works of the law, 

because by the works of the law no one will 

be justified.ɂɯ 

 Paul underscored that point in Gal. 

ƖȯƖƕȯɯɁI do not set aside the grace of God, for 

if righteousness could be gained through the 

law, Christ died for nothing!ɂɯ 

 Paul pointed out in Gal. 3:6-9 that 

Abraham Ɂbelieved God, and it was credited 

to him as righteousnessɂȰɯthat Ɂthose who 

have faith are children of Abraham,ɂɯand 

Ɂthose who rely on faith are blessed along 

with Abraham, the man of faith.ɂɯ 

 Through the death and resurrection 

of Jesus, God has already provided eternal 

life for every man, woman and child. The 

work is done. The price has been paid. We 

have free passage to heaven not because of 

anything we do or say, but simply because 

God chose to do that for us.  Jesus is rightly 

called the free gift of God.  All we have to do 

is accept the gift and believe him.   

 If you have not yet accepted the gift 

of Godɀs mercy and grace, why not accept it 

today? Itɀs as easy as A, B, C: 

  ËÔÐÛ that you are a sinner. Youɀve 

said and done things that you know are 

wrong, that separate you from God. 

 !ÌÓÐÌÝÌ that Jesus is the holy Son of 

God, who lived among us without sin, and 

died on a cross to pay the price we owe for 

our sins, and by his death and resurrection 

we can have eternal life. 

 "ÖÕÍÌÚÚ to God that you accept Jesus 

as your Lord and Savior.  ®
